I have to entreat your kind
forgiveness for the delay in
answering your valued letters with
certain communications
accompanying.

As far as I am concerned, I feel ....
desirous for the reunion of all the
Houses of our Institute under one
Head for I think it should be the
best means of preserving true
religious discipline, but being only
a local Superior I don't see how I
can cooperate in the matter
excepting by offering up my poor
prayers for its success.

You don't seem to be aware dear
Reverend Mother of the changes
that have taken place over this
mission within the last few years.
In 1887 the Hierarchy was
established here and in
consequence many changes were
introduced, for example Darjeeling
was separated from the Patna
vicariate and 1s now under the
jurisdiction of the Archbishop of
Calcutta. The only Loretto Convent
in India separated from Calcutta is
the one at Lucknow, for I make no
account of a small filiation from
that House at Saugor which for
want of self support is about to be
closed.

It will soon be a year from the milestone Province
Congregation of 2021 when the Loreto sisters of
South Asia were presented with the proposition of
Becoming One with the Congregation of Jesus.

Since then the year of 2022 has brought many
joys of sharing and togetherness, including
participation of the IBV M sisters in the General
Congregation of the CJ sisters over August and
September and the IBV M petition to the General
Congregation of the Congregation Jesu.

But the exploration of union and its implications
extends far back into the 19th century. In this
issue of the South Asia Province newsletter we
present a glimpse of the deliberations and
exchanges characterizing the debate surrounding
union in the 1890s, more than a century ago.

In 1890 the Superior of the house at York sent a
questionnaire to all the major superiors of the

Institute. It outlined a structure for a unified
Institute with a Generalate in Rome, and with
separate provinces retaining a certain degree of
autonomy.

It seems most houses responded between the
months of July and September of that year. We
present to you here a letter from the Bar Convent
archives. Written by M. Stanislaus Hart, Superior
of the convent in Darjeeling, and dated 8
December 1890, the letter apologises for the late
response, and then proceeds to put forth her
views on the question of union. Could it be that
M. Stanislaus Hart was writing in response to the
questionnaire sent out from York earlier that
year?

Note: The recipient of the letter from M.
Stanislaus Hart was probably M. Loyola Giles,
Superior of the Bar Convent from 1883 to 1891.
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The Superioress of the Convent at Lucknow feels much her isolated position and
wishes to be united to Calcutta but her Bishop won't give his consent. He being a
Capuchin does not wish to be connected in any way with the Jesuits of Calcutta. Of
course if the .....discussions end with the approval of the Holy See, the Bishop would
have to yield and this would give such satisfaction to the Superioress of the Convent at
Lucknow. There are three German Houses of our Institute at Allahabad, Patna and
Nynee [sic] Tal, a Hill Station under the jurisdiction of the Capuchin Bishop I have
already alluded to. These Houses are supplied with members from Nymphenburg, with
whom we are on very friendly terms, one of their members Mother Mary Seraphina
having joined us about 20 years ago. In 1882 it was rumoured that the German Houses
wished to be united to us but our Provincial at the time would not give her consent. I
don't know all the particulars of this affair as [ was up here at the time, and could not
obtain them. You will be glad to hear that we have a House at Chota Nagpore for the
education of Natives only. You will find in the messages of July 1890 an account of the
extraordinary conversion of the inhabitants, the ....
